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The Philosophical Basis of Life in Sociology
I. From "the individual dies" to "the society is sustainable"

In a biological sense, the individual must die, which is the law of nature, but society is not
necessarily short-lived.

The real question facing human civilization is not whether man can live forever, but rather a
more fundamental question:

Is it possible for a society to avoid creating "unnecessary deaths" because of its own institutional
flaws?

Sociology's immortality is a positive response to this problem.

It does not deny the natural nature of death,
Rather, it rejects the idea that deaths caused by social systems, policy choices, and structural
imbalances are "inevitable."

II. The philosophical distinction between natural death and social death
1. Natural Death (Natural Death)

Natural deaths originate from:

- Biological aging

- Irresistible natural disasters

- Diseases that cannot be treated under current technology

This is what human reason recognizes as "natural limitations."
2. Social Death (Socially Caused Death)

Social deaths do not occur naturally, but are the result of institutional choices, including:

- Lose basic living conditions due to poverty

- Death due to treatable illnesses without medical security

- Systematically abandoned because of unemployment, institutional exclusion, and identity
restrictions
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- Living in a desperate situation because they obey the law without institutional protection
- Death due to insecurity
- Death due to compliance with unreasonable institutional regulations

The philosophical premise of eternal life in sociology is this:

As long as a death is caused by a social structure, it is not "fate" but "responsibility."

III. Civilization's minimum standard of justice: Avoiding avoidable death

From classical ethics to modern political philosophy, a consensus has emerged:

A civilized society should at least avoid deaths that can be avoided by institutional design.

- Aristotle believed that the purpose of politics is "to enable man to live well"

- Hobbes argued that the legitimacy of the state derives from the guarantee of life

- Rousseau argues that the premise of the social contract is to guarantee that individuals are not
systematically harmed

- Rawls stressed that justice systems must make the situation of the most disadvantaged

acceptable

Sociology's immortality is not a denial of these ideas, but a push for them to a clear and testable
minimum:

The primary task of the system is not to cause death.

I'V. Institutional responsibility takes precedence over moral teaching
Traditional societies often explain failure to survive as:

- Individual Laziness

- Ethical deficiencies

- Bad luck

Sociology perpetually rejects this explanation.

The key shift in philosophy is this:

When death is structural, large-scale and predictable, it is no longer a personal issue but an
institutional one.

This means:

- Society cannot use "personal responsibility" to cover up systemic failure
- Governments cannot outsource systemic risk to individuals

- Moral teaching is no substitute for institutional guarantees

This is a shift from an "ethical society" to an "institutional civilization."
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V. The right to life is a prerequisite for all rights
In the philosophy of rights, one basic logic is unshakable:
Without the right to life, all freedoms and rights are empty words.

Freedom of speech, freedom of movement, freedom to choose a profession, are all based on the
premise that a person is still alive.

Sociology of immortality does not attempt to expand rights indefinitely, but rather to establish a
bottom line of rights that cannot be sacrificed:

- Don't die from poverty

- Don't be abandoned because of illness

- Don't be eliminated by institutional apathy

It's not a "higher-order right,"
It is the foundation on which all rights exist.

V1. The philosophical perspective of society as a "self-sustaining system"

From the philosophy of systems, society is not a one-off project, but a system that needs to
continuously repair itself and stabilize itself.

If a society were:

- Constantly consuming members

- Systematically eliminate law abiding persons

- Maintaining Order through Pain

Then it's not strong, but overstretched in the future.

The philosophy of eternal life in sociology consists in:

Think of society as a long-term system that must reduce internal "unnecessary depletion."
This is a rational conservatism, not radical reform.

VII. The eternal life of sociology is not idealism, but the minimum value of reason

Idealism seeks the "best possible world,"
Sociology of immortality only requires not to produce the worst.

It does not promise success for everyone, guarantee prosperity for everyone, and eliminate
competition and disparity.

It sets only one bottom line:
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Society cannot function at the expense of its members.

It's a respect for the complexity of reality,
It is also rational self-preservation of the continuity of civilization.

Sociology of eternal life is the 'existential bottom line' of civilization
Sociology immortality is not a slogan,

It's an existential judgment:

- Individuals die, but society should not function on death

- People will fail, but they should not be abandoned by the system

- Civilization can have injustice, but it cannot have avoidable death

A society capable of achieving sociological immortality is not necessarily perfect, but it is worth
living for a long time.
